STANDARD CODE OF CONDUCT FOR CSOs

Plans are underway to establish a national code of
conduct for all CSO 3 (Civil Society Organizations) in
the country. CSO3% comprised of NGOs (Non-
Governmental Organizations), CBOs (Community
Based Organizations), FBO (Faith Based
Organizations), Trusts and Foundations and SHG
(Self Help Groups).

In a study commissioned by the Aga Khan
Development Network (AKDN), on enhancing
competence and sustainability of CSOs, aimed at
establishing what are considered as standards and
qualities of an exemplary CSO, there was a general
consensus from CSOs on standard, qualities and best
practices.

Accordingly a draft CSO Standards document was
prepared and regional workshops held to review and
get consensus from all CSOs.

The South Coast Regional Workshop that brought
together over 30 CSOs from Kwale, Taita,
Mswambeni, Kinango, Mombasa, Kilindini, Lower
Kilifi and Taveta sub regions was held at Plaza Beach
Hotel in Mombasa on 27" and 28™ of October 2008.
The aim of the workshop was to build consensus and
ensure buy-in of the draft CSOs standard document
from the regional CSOs, to review and give input to
the draft CSO Standard and create an opportunity
for CSOs to make recommendation on way forward.

Among the key issues featured at the Forum
included discussion on the existing gaps due to lack
of legislative and policy framework, lack of legitimate
and an empowered institution to regulate and
monitor the functions of CSOs in Kenya and CSOs
roles and responsibilities in upholding the code of
conduct.

The workshop resulted in the formation of a regional
technical team that comprise of among others
MEWA, LICODEP, Kwetu Training Centre and Coast
Women Development to be the link between the
national technical team and regional CSOs.

Female Rehabilitation Project Revisited

MEWA is exploring the possibilities of establishing a
Female Rehabilitation Centre in the near future as
more women are getting hooked to drugs at an
alarming rate, further complicated by the lack of
access to rehabilitation services.

MEWA Detox Unit at Barisheba Kisauni, Mombasa

At the moment there is no Female Drug
Rehabilitation programme in the whole of Kenya, in
comparison to 4 male centers.

It is hoped that with the provision of a Female
Rehabilitation Centre, will result in the reduction of
the harmful effects of drug abuse and related
diseases such as HIV and AIDS to women and
children. Awareness programmes will also help
reduce rate of crime, family problems, street
children, unwanted pregnancies promiscuous sexual
activities and related social problems.
